1. Zoning requirement:

A minimum of 50-100ft buffer for anadomous waters (waters with migratory fish).
2. Greenbelts/Greenspaces
a. Visible and accessible greenbelts

b. Cluster development ordinance (look at Washington State Ordinance)

Require commonspace for developments, parks or greenspace

c. Green viewscape from Parks Highway and Richardson Highway (lets not make our communities indistinguishable from each other)

d. Rail area as a green corridor between Fairbanks and North Pole

*remember to provide entrepreneurs with kiosk spaces in these green areas.
3. More intensive landscaping requirements
a. Fairbanks aesthetic improvement plan
4. Where should we locate the rail yard?
a. Consider:

i. What type of soil is needed?

ii. Intermodal

iii. FTZ aspect

iv. Warming

b. Do we create levy’s 

c. Rail yard needs approx 2 miles of space

d. Eielson Farm Road area may be our best bet, if we can deal with the flood plain issue
