Torie introduced and discussed the idea of the Interior Issues Council the Education Taskforce

· Developmental needs

· Funding shifts, such as the Perkins 6 yr plan
· University is reframing career clusters

· She and others were talking and what a good time to start a community conversation around education.

Discussion:

· Does the FNSBSD partner with other groups for projects?

· Yes, such as the arts council, TVC, etc. as well as activities specific to grants.

· The IIC Workforce Development Taskforce/IARC addressed education in their first round of discussions, recommending that there needs to be recognition of the fact that many individuals go directly into the workforce rather than attend college.  Suggesting there should be connectivity between systems.

· Do we want this summit to be solution driven? Or an outreach activity engaging people in a broad discussion of what is currently happening?

· We want to bring the pieces together and keep it open.

· What will be the outcome of this summit?  How will we move forward once it is over?

· Perhaps we should focus on secondary education, which is where the “crisis” is in transitions

· Perhaps Brian Rogers will be available

· Also, a pediatrician in Maine named Tori Rogers (no relation) is an excellent inspirational speaker.  Her expertise is working with schools to improve the health of children.  She requires only a $500 speakers fee and travel
Timeline

· Should we rethink the timeline?

· It is a political reality that the current FNSB Mayor and Assembly are supportive, however, with elections coming up, which may change over the next year or so.

· However, to accomplish all that we would like to, we need more time.  Perhaps scheduling in early February?

Media

· With enough planning, we could have a pullout section in the News-Miner several weeks before the summit.  A target date for distribution the first part of January.
· This could inform people as to what is currently happening and perhaps be used as a program.

· Torie said she would pull together some information regarding this. 

· In an effort to prevent a long time in lecturing and presentations, we could have booths set up by the different programs.  An Education Fair could also be a draw for the community.

Open Space Event

· This type of an event does not have an agenda; the agenda comes from the opening of the meeting, where people can nominate topics.  This also helps to generate the excitement of the event.

· The steering committee will provides the questions to start with and it is important for the committee to identify topics it would like to see recommended for the agenda as well.
· There will be smaller group discussions and we need to be sure there are accommodations for those with disabilities.
· Then a reporting out process.  Then the open meeting looks more like a decision making meeting, identifying priorities.

· Usually about a 4 hour process, so it is easy to frontload with presentations if we want to, but we should be careful not to overdo it.
